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VEERAPHAN VAWKLANG : conductor

In 1957, Veeraphan Vawklang began to study music at the Royal Thai Navy School of Music, ma-
joring in violin. In 1961, he took the examination of Trinity College of Music, London, given at Chula-
longkorn University, earning an honors degree in music.

Recognizing his talent, the Royal Thai Navy sent him in 1965 to study at the Royal
Marine School of Music in England where he completed the bandmaster course. He then studied
at the Royal Academy of Music in London, majoring in violin and conducting, with pianoforte as
his minor. While a student at the Royal Academy, he won the Harry Fargeon Award and, in his
second year, was chosen to conduct in the Academy’s concert series.

He graduated in 1970 and returned to Bangkok to serve as the first professionally trained
permanent conductor of the orchestra of the Royal Thai Navy Music Department. During the year
1970-1973. Veeraphan conducted many public concerts in Bangkok, including the Red Cross
Honelit concerts. He also served as assistant conductor and concert master of the Pro Musica
und shared conducting the Pro Musica with M.L. Usni Pramoj after Hans Mommer left Bangkok.

In 1973. Veeraphan received the Deutscher Akademischer Austauschdienst Scholar-
thip to study conduction at the Musik Hochschule in Koln, West Germany, with Professor Volker
Wangonheim. He returned to Bangkok to continue serving as conductor of the orchestra of the
Hoyal That Navy, and to teach a new generation of Thai violinists.Heis a member of the Executive
Hoatd of Directors of the Bangkok Symphony Orchestra Foundation.
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Malcolm Binns : pianist
Malcolm Binns is considered one of Britain’s most talented pianists, whoso varlod range, roportolro
and depth of interpretation have been internationally acclaimed

Born in Nottingham, Malcolm Binns studied at the Royal Acadomy of Music undar Arthur
Alexander and whilst a student, won numerous prizes including the Chappaell Gold Madal and was
awarded the Medal of the Worshipful Company of Musicians

Malcolm Binns gave his debut recital at London's Wigmaore Hall in 1956, and following a
rapturous reception, was immediately invited to appear with leading British orchestras including



the Bournemouth Symphony and the Halle Orchestras; soon after, he was engaged to appear with
all the major British orchestras and today, Malcolm Binns can be heard regularly perfoming con-

cortos throughout the country.
He broadcasts frequently for BBC Radio and Television, his close ties with the BBC
spanning over a quarter of a century, and he is one of only a few to have been invited to play on

throo Last Nights at the BBC Henry Wood Promenade Concerts.

Malcolm Binns has worked under many world class conductors including Pierre Boulez,
Adrian Boult, Colin Davis, Antal Dorati, Rafael Frubeck de Burgos, Bernard Haitink, Vaclav Neu-
mann, John Pritchard, Somon Rattle, Anthony Sargent and Yevgeny Svetalanov. He has played
throughout Europe with numerous international orchestras and has broadcast frequently for Eu-
ropean Radio.

With a vast repertoire spanning from the Classics to Contemporary Music, Malcolm
Binns is recognised as an excellent exponent of the compositions of Beethoven, Schumann and
Brahms. To commemorate the 150th Anniversary of Beethoven’s death in 1977, he was invited to
play the five Beethoven Concertos with the City of Birmingham Symphony Orchestra and his sub-
sequent recording of the complete Beethoven Piano Sonatas for L’'Oiseau-Lyre earned him high cri-
tical acclaim.

His discography includes some thirty recordings, including the complete Beethoven
Sonatas on original instrument for Decca, and concerto recordings with the London Symphony
and London Philharmonic Orchestras. Future recordings to appear with be four concertos by
Sterndale Bennett for Lyrita with the London Philharmonic and Philharmonia Orchestras.

Festival appearances this year included a recital at the Bath International Festival. Mal-
colm Binns continues his frequent appearances for BBC Radio, and has recently recorded John
Field's 2nd Piano Concerto with the Ulster Orchestra under Colman Pearce.
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Simon Wallace was born in the town of Newport in South Wales in 1957. He grew up in
a musical familly and started piano lessons at the age of 8. He first began to listen to jazz at the
age of 12 and this was to provided the basis of his musical inspiration for the next 18 years. While
still at school he was awarded a place at the Royal Welsh college of Music and Drama in the Welsh
capitol city of Cardiff. He studied cello and piano there for 3 years before gaining a place at
University College Oxford to study music history and composition.

After graduating in 1978 he moved to London where he formed a band with saxophonist
Mike Mower and drummer Clarke Tracey playing a hard uncompromising blend of jazz, free form
music as well as more structured compositions by the three founding members. Over the next
three years the group toured extensively and was frequently heard on BBC and commercial radio.
In 1980 the Greater London Arts Asociation nominated them Young Jazz Musicians of the Year.

While concentrating on his work in jazz Simon became increasingly involved in other
forms of music. He was musical director for numerous stage shows and for 18 nomths was pianist
and M.D. for the inivotive pop duo Biddie and Eve at the now ledgendary Blitz club.

However after a couple of years of touring and studio work he decided to return to mor
serious music and began to study harmony and composition again. Firstly in London and then
in New York.

When he returned from America he decided to dedicate himself to composition and
became involved in writing film music. Over the next three years he wrote music for more than
thirty films both for cinema and television including the film ‘A Shocking Accident”” which was to
win the Hollywood Oscar for best short film 1983.

During this period he also composed music for the theatre occasionally performing
himsefl, as with the well known mime artist Adrian Hedley with whom he devised many diferent
shows which were seen on television and in theatres all over Britain. In 1984 the two of them took
a show to many remote parts of North Africa on a tour sponsered by the British Council.

By 1986 he was very much in demand as a jazz pianist and during this year appeared as
featured soloist on a number of albums as well as on radio and television. He toured extensively in
Europe appearing at major festivals and on television in France, Germany, Holand, Italy, Belgum
and Scandinavia. His work in the recording studio included producing and orchestrating ““Transfigu
ration’’ a large scale ballet score which he prepared with comlposer Bika Reed over a period of
two and half years, it is to be performed in New York in 1988. He became involved in electronic
and computer music for which he received an award from the Arts Council of Greal Brilain

Simon has worked in a tremendous range of styles and mediums and the commision of
“A Peoples Acclimation of the Great and Glorious King’’ has allowed to draw on all his diverse
expreience from the last 15 years.
